Kit List

We have no pump available for air mattresses so bring one if you need one.
** (No double or queen size air mattresses please) ** unless 2 campers sharing it
Sleeping bag/ blankets and small pillow
Hangar temperature at night is around 68 degrees F – sometimes cooler.

P.J’s – warm and appropriate coverage
Small face towel and face cloth, soap  

Toothbrush and paste

Hairbrush

Flashlight

Change of clothing
You must wear shoes at all times…No bare or stockinged feet

On arrival at the Museum       Doors open at 6.30pm
Parents will meet their group leaders outside the building at 6.30pm.
